AP STUDENTS:  All students enrolled in AP courses received informational bulletins as well as 
registration forms for this year's AP TESTING.  The Collegeboard charges a fee of $94.00 per 

test. Students on free or reduced lunch should see their guidance counselor about a fee waiver. 
All registration forms are due by March 15th. 

 
SENIORS: 
 
¶ LAST CALL for college applications!  Seniors should have completed their 

college applications at this point. Students and parents are reminded that all 
transcripts must be requested in Naviance and can NOT be sent unless you 
have a signed transcript release form on file. 
 

¶ Families who have not yet submitted their FAFSA should do so asap as funds are distributed on a first 
come, first served basis. Many financial aid resources, as well as FAFSA tips, can be found in the College 
& Career Planning Toolkit under the Guidance tab on the high school homepage. 
 

¶ Seniors are encouraged to apply for scholarship opportunities. As we receive 
scholarship information, we will post it under the scholarship tab in Naviance. 
Students can then link right to the scholarship applications. Check back frequently 
as new scholarships are posted frequently! 
 

¶ Students who plan to attend RCGC next year can find over 100 scholarships 
at www.rcgc.edu/scholarships. 

 

¶ Seniors who have made their decision about their plans for next fall MUST 
indicate that in Naviance so we know where to send their final high school 
transcript.

     This school year, West Deptford has become the 3rd school district in Gloucester County to participate in the nationally 
accredited initiative: the Seal of Biliteracy.  By achieving the Seal of Biliteracy, graduating students demonstrate that they are 
able to speak, read, listen and write at a level of high proficiency in English and another language.  Seniors who meet these 
criteria will receive a certificate from the Commissioner of Education, and the insignia will be affixed to their transcripts.  The 
Seal provides evidence of linguistic skills that are attractive to college admission offices and future employers.
